Started from 

the bedroom of Declan Casey’s house the company now has a large network of camera operators and 

editors allowing the company to run productions all over Ireland for clients including RTE, Enterprise 

Ireland, EMC, Irish Guide Dogs for the Blind, Irish Ferries, Newsweaver and Abtran.
